If you use the Common Worship Lectionary but take your 
psalm texts from the Book of Common Prayer, remember 
that the verse numbers are frequently different. If you are 
not singing a complete psalm, but starting or finishing at a 
specified verse, you can check on www.cofe.anglican.org/
worship/liturgy/commonworship/ and then click in the 
right-hand blue column on ‘Texts’, then on ‘The Psalter’ 
and then on ‘Comparison of verse numbers: Common 
Worship and Coverdale (BCP)’; or, if that is too much like 
trainspotting, simply glance at the psalm in the BCP and 
Common Worship psalters and check that the CW verse 
number is the same in BCP.
