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The Royal School of Church Music has published a quarterly journal since 1928. During its first half
century the magazine was published under various different titles but since January 1977 it has been
known as Church Music Quarterly or CMQ.

From its inception, CMQ has offered expert advice, information and inspiration to church music
enthusiasts around the world. It continues to be a leading source of church music news in the
English-speaking world and currently has a readership of around 70,000 worldwide.

CMQ is published quarterly in September, December, March and June. Every issue offers a wide
range of articles and interviews by distinguished musicians, theologians and scholars, as well as
news of RSCM activities and the latest publications (books, sheet music and CDs).

Articles in 2007 included: the relationship between music, worship and community; how to organise a
choir rehearsal; Orthodox worship in a Welsh chapel; the life and times of Thomas Thomkins; and a
comprehensive history of the RSCM in its 80th anniversary year. Interviews wtih eminent musicians
have included James MacMillan and Brian Kay, and each issue also contains a hymn meditation and
organ tutorial.

The magazine has controlled circulation and is sent directly to:
RSCM-affiliated churches, schools, universities, and other organisations
Individual Members and Friends of the RSCM
Libraries around the world

Readers include church musicians (both amateur and professional) and leaders from all church
traditions as well as music teachers and scholars. Research indicates that, on average, each copy of
CMQ is read by five people.

The Royal School of Church Music is an ecumenical Christian charity which has an international
network of over 9,000 affiliated groups and individual members in over 40 countries throughout the
world. It has significant volunteer-led RSCM organisations outside Europe in the USA, Canada,
South Africa, Australia and New Zealand, and smaller groupings in other parts of the world.

It is the largest church music organisation in Britain, and — in terms of the breadth of its agenda and
activity — perhaps the biggest in the English-speaking world.
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
