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Model Presentation to a Church 

Governing Body
Below are some suggested “talking points” you may wish to use in planning a presentation to your church governing body to gain support for a Music Sunday event, or making the RSCM your designated charity. 

· Music plays a vital rôle in worship and the liturgy.
· This rôle needs to be encouraged and supported in many churches.
· My church has a long connection with the RSCM, and the RSCM has contributed greatly to the music in my church (for example: use of the Sunday by Sunday liturgy planner, a singing course attended by choir members, running the workshop that established our Children’s Choir, etc).
· The RSCM’s intention is to expand its work to provide more direct support for local clergy, choir trainers, singers, and instrumentalists.
· The RSCM’s key focus is on nurturing all church musicians, and especially young singers, through its Voice for Life training scheme and its associated courses and choirs, such as the Millennium Youth Choir.
· If it is to be effective in this important work, the RSCM will require charitable funding over and above affiliate and member subscriptions.
